The fully functioning kitchen display features Adelphi Beaded-
Inset cabinetry. The cream paint finish is highlighted with a brushed
glaze, and medium brown accents at the hood. A custom hand-
painted etched-stone backsplash beautifully contrasts the Wolfe
range. The Golden Raspberry granite tops are stunning, and were
provided by Mystic Granite and Marble. It also features a stainless
steel Sub-Zero refrigerator with a matching pull-out spice tower.
